Catholic Church, the norms on 
fasƟng are obligatory from age 18 
unƟl age 59. When fasƟng, a 
person is permiƩed to eat one 
full meal, as well as two smaller 
meals that together are not equal 
to a full meal. The norms 
concerning absƟnence from meat 
are binding upon members of the 
Catholic Church from age 14 
onwards.

A word from Ronald McDonald 
House:   
     Many families travel far from 
home and spend several weeks 
or months to get treatment for 
their seriously ill or injured 
children – a long Ɵme to be away 
or to divide a family. And, for 
children facing a serious medical 
crisis, nothing seems scarier than 
not having mom and dad close by 
for love and support. A Ronald 
McDonald House is that “home-
away-from-home” for families 
so  they can stay close by their 
hospitalized child at liƩle or no 
cost. 

     Our Houses are built on the 
simple idea that nothing else 
should maƩer when a family is 
focused on the health of their 
child – not where they can afford 
to stay, where they will get their 
next meal or where they will lay 
their head at night to rest. We 
believe that when a child is 
hospitalized the love and support 
of family is as powerful as the 
strongest medicine prescribed. 
     Our ‘Meals from the Heart’ 
program provides a home-cooked 
meal for our families.  As the 
saying goes, “the kitchen is the 
heart of every home”. The meals 
you provide bring love into the 
Ronald McDonald House every 
day, allowing families to unwind, 
de-stress, and forƟfy their bodies 
to be at their best for their child 
in the hospital.   Meals from the 
Heart volunteers work as a group 
to plan a menu, purchase the 
ingredients, and prepare the 
meal in our full service kitchen, 
allowing families to find 
nourishment and comfort in a 
shared meal.

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El Evangelio de hoy, como el de la semana pasada, 
es muy diİcil. A veces, nos gustaría fingir que no 
escuchamos esas palabras de Jesús y hacer solo lo 
que nos parece ser mejor para nosotros. Pero, la 

realidad es que, aunque estamos convencidos de que 
sabemos lo que más nos conviene, Dios sabe lo que 
necesitamos mejor que nosotros o cualquier otra    
persona. ¿Por qué? Él sabe lo que es mejor porque él 
ve las cosas también desde una perspecƟva que      
normalmente no consideramos; él ve las cosas desde 
la perspecƟva de la verdadera libertad y el amor. 

¿Cuál es el mayor deseo del Señor? Su mayor deseo 
es que lo escuchemos porque escucharlo y seguirlo es 
vivir—es ser libre. Como la anơfona de entrada de hoy 
dice: "El Señor se convirƟó en mi protector. Me llevó a 
un lugar de libertad; Me salvó porque se deleitó en   
mí ". En otras palabras, el Señor quiere protegernos de 
una vida de esclavitud porque nos ama. 

¿Cuántos de nosotros, por ejemplo, pasamos        
innumerables horas pensando en el pasado?            
Parecemos atrapados en un mismo ciclo reviviendo 
cosas que pasaron—cosas que nos hirieron. ¿Te has 
preguntado alguna vez por qué no sanamos? No      
sanamos porque ¡seguimos rasgando nuestras propias 
heridas! Las palabras de Jesús en el evangelio de la 
semana pasada buscan liberarnos de las cadenas y las 
heridas del pasado a través del perdón—no sólo     
perdonando a los demás, sino también recibiendo el 
perdón de Dios. No hay razón para que vivamos         
encadenados a las heridas pasadas y a los                  
remordimientos cuando Jesús nos está ofreciendo su 
amor y un futuro de paz. 

Eso es de lo que trata el evangelio de hoy: del       
futuro. Cuando no estamos pensando en el pasado, 
pasamos innumerables horas imaginando el futuro. A 
pesar de que sabemos que nadie puede predecir el 
futuro, nos preocupamos imaginando todo Ɵpo de  
escenarios que quizás nunca se materialicen. Y, ¿nos 
preguntamos por qué estamos viviendo en constante 
estrés?  

¡Jesús nos está diciendo hoy que dejemos ir todo 
eso! El pasado ya se fue y el futuro aún no llega. Lo 
que tenemos es el presente y Dios se manifiesta en el. 
Las pregunta es, ¿lo vamos a desperdiciar? ¿o lo       
vamos a vivir en relación con aquel que nos ama y nos 
promete verdadera vida—una vida de paz y libertad? 

¡El presente es un regalo! ¡No dejemos que pase sin 
abrirlo! 

 
 

   The Gospel today, like the one last week, is 
very challenging. SomeƟmes, we would like to  
pretend we don’t hear those words from Jesus 
and just do what we think is best for us. We 
probably think we know beƩer! But, the reality is that, 
although we are convinced we know beƩer, God 
knows what we need beƩer than ourselves or anyone 
else. Why? He knows beƩer because he also sees 
things from a perspecƟve that we typically do not  
consider. He sees things from the perspecƟve of true 
freedom and love.  

What is the Lord’s greatest wish? His greatest wish 
is that we listen to him because to listen to him and to   
follow him is to live—to be free! Like today’s entrance 
anƟphon says: “The Lord became my protector. He 
brought me out to a place of freedom; he saved me    
because he delighted in me.” In other words, the Lord 
wants to protect us from a life of slavery because he 
loves us! 

How many of us, for example, spend countless 
hours thinking about the past? We seem trapped in a 
Ɵme loop regurgitaƟng things that happened many 
years ago that wounded us. Have you ever wondered 
why we don’t heal? We don’t heal because we conƟn-
ue to rip open our own wounds. Last week’s words 
from Jesus aimed at  liberaƟng us from all the chains 
through forgiveness—not only by forgiving those who 
hurt us, but also by receiving God’s forgiveness. There 
is no reason why we should live chained to past hurts 
and regrets—to sufferings that do not belong to the 
here and now. Jesus is offering us his love and a future 
of peace! 

That is what today’s gospel is all about—about the  
future. When we are not thinking about the past, we 
spend countless hours imagining future events. Even 
though we know that no one can predict future, we   
worry about all types of possible scenarios that might 
never materialize. And, do you wonder why we are 
living in constant stress?  

Jesus is telling us today to let go! The past is gone 
and the future is not yet. What we have is the present 
and God is in it! The quesƟon is, are we going to waste 
it? Or, are we going to live it in relaƟonship with Him 
who loves us and promises us true life—a life of     
freedom and peace? 

The present is a present! Do not let it pass  
unopened!

     Fr. Mike is Vicar emeritus for 
the deacons of the Archdiocese 
of Chicago and a former spiritual 
director at Mundelein Seminary. 
     Tuesday, March 21st, at 7 :00 
p.m. at Divine Infant Church, 
1601 Newcastle Ave., 
Westchester. Fr. Bill Zavaski will 
reflect on “12 CharacterisƟcs of 
Discipleship” – Today Jesus has a 
lot of admirers but not so many 
followers. One of the real 
challenges for Renew My Church 
in the archdiocese is to 
encourage all parishioners to 
take the challenge of following 
Jesus seriously. This presentaƟon 
will cover 12 unique and 

important ideas we should try to 
emulate to follow Jesus today as 
contemporary Catholics. As a 
disciple and follower of Jesus, we 
also need to pay special aƩenƟon 
to the gospel mandate presented 
by MaƩhew, especially the 5th 
and 6th chapters. Being a 
follower of Jesus today takes 
courage and commitment and 
this presentaƟon will try and 
show why and how.  
      Fr. Bill Zavaski is currently the 
reƟred pastor from St. James in 
Arlington Heights. He has served 
at St. James and St. Zachary's as 
an associate. In 1979, he became 
the pastor of his home parish in 
Waukegan, St. Bartholomew’s, 
and served there for 11 years. He 
then moved to Wauconda to 
pastor TransfiguraƟon parish and 
finally came back to St. James in 
1995 as pastor. He has been the 
dean of Lake County and the 
northwest suburbs and is 
currently a member of the 
priests’ reƟrement and mutual 
aid board and is working with 
new and recently ordained 
priests. He has been doing parish 
missions focusing on discipleship 
for the last 35 years.

Deacon Allen 
serves at St. Hubert Parish in 
Hoffman Estates. He has been 
involved with teens and young 
adults for more than 25 years, 
and works alongside his wife, 
Stephanie, as Youth Ministry
