The Renew My Church initiative is slowly making its 
way through the Archdiocese of Chicago. Wave 1, of 
which we are a part of, is almost finished.  On June 6th 
our grouping met with the Executive Committee to   
present to them our suggested scenarios. The                             
Executive Committee in turn will present our                                    
suggestions to Cardinal Cupich who, after considering all the 
scenarios, will make the final decision.  
Here is a brief description of the scenarios presented. I will 

include the possible scenarios proposed by the Archdiocese as 
conversation starters. 
 

Scenarios proposed by the Archdiocese: 
1. All the present individual parishes in our grouping are   
suppressed. St. Louise de Marillac and St. Barbara merge 
to form a new parish. Both churches become worshiping 
sites. SLM School closes and the Pre-School program                
continues. Divine Infant and Divine Providence merge and 
consider the viability of keeping two schools open. 

2. All the present individual parishes in our grouping are   
suppressed and merge to become one single parish. All 
the churches become worshiping sites. SLM School closes 
and the viability of having two schools (DI and DP) is               
considered. 

 

Scenarios produced by our Discerning Teams with input from 
the Survey Monkey. 
1. All present individual parishes in our grouping are                   
suppressed. St. Barbara and St. Louise merge and                  
become one new parish. Divine Infant and Providence 
merge as well. Divine Infant School and St. Louise de 
Marillac Schools combine to form one independent 
school. Divine Providence School remains. 

2. All present individual parishes in our grouping are                   
suppressed. St. Barbara and St Louise merge. Divine                    
Providence and Divine Infant merge, and all the schools in 
our grouping merge to form one regional school. 

3. In the last scenario, St. Louise de Marillac and Divine                   
Infant are suppressed and become one new parish with 
combined schools. Divine Providence Parish and School 
remain in their present form. St. Barbara becomes a                    
mission of Divine Providence and a site for training                   
future pastors. 

 

This is basically what was presented to the Executive               
Committee. There was no consensus among our grouping as 
to what scenario we preferred. The Cardinal has the last word 
in all this. Please, pray for the Executive Committee and                 
Cardinal Cupich.  Pray that the process results in something 
that truly benefits our parishes and sets us on the path to                
renewal and growth. Let us trust that the Holy Spirit is guiding 
us as a Church to go where we need to go. Whatever the                 
outcome, let us redouble our efforts to help renew the                
Catholic Church in Chicago. May God be with us.

 Arquidiócesis de Chicago sigue avanzando. La Ola 1, 
 de la que formamos parte, ya está casi terminada. El 
 6 de junio nuestra agrupación de parroquias se re
 unió con el Comité Ejecutivo para presentarles               
nuestros escenarios. El Comité Ejecutivo a su vez presentará 
nuestras sugerencias al Cardenal Cupich, quien, después de 
considerar todos los escenarios, tomará la decisión final. 
Aquí les presento una breve descripción de cada uno de los 

escenarios. Incluiré los posibles escenarios propuestos por la 
Arquidiócesis como iniciadores de conversación. 
Escenarios propuestos por la Arquidiócesis: 
1. Todas las parroquias en nuestra agrupación son suprimidas. 
St. Louise de Marillac y Santa Bárbara se juntan para formar 
una nueva parroquia. Ambas iglesias se convierten en sitios de 
adoración. La escuela SLM cierra y el programa preescolar 
continúa. Divine Infant y Divine Providence se juntan y                             
consideran si deben mantener abiertas dos escuelas. 
2. Todas las parroquias presentes en nuestra agrupación son 
suprimidas y se juntan para formar una sola parroquia. Todas 
las iglesias en nuestro grupo se convierten en sitios de 
adoración. La escuela SLM cierra y se considera si se debe 
tener dos escuelas (DI y DP). 
Escenarios producidos por nuestro Equipos de Discernimiento 
con aportes del Survey Monkey. 
3. Todas las parroquias en nuestra agrupación son suprimidas. 
Santa Bárbara y Santa Louise de Marillac se juntan para                     
formar una nueva parroquia. DI y DP se juntan también para 
formar una nueva parroquia. Las escuelas DI y SLM se                    
combinan para formar una escuela independiente. La escuela 
DP permanece. 
4. Todas las parroquias en nuestra agrupación son suprimidas. 
Santa Bárbara y St. Louise se juntan. DP y DI se juntan, y todas 
las escuelas de nuestra agrupación se juntan para formar una 
sola escuela regional. 
5. En el último escenario, St. Louise de Marillac y Divine Infant 
se suprimen y se convierten en una nueva parroquia con                  
escuelas combinadas. Divine Providence y su escuela                         
permanecen en su forma actual. Santa Bárbara se convierte 
en una misión de Divine Providence y un sitio para entrenar 
futuros párrocos. 

Esto es básicamente lo que se les presentó al Comité                           
Ejecutivo. No hubo consenso entre nuestra agrupación en 
cuanto a qué escenario preferimos. El Cardenal tiene la última 
palabra en todo esto. Por favor, oren por el Comité Ejecutivo y 
el Cardenal Cupich. Oren para que el proceso resulte en algo 
que realmente beneficie a nuestras parroquias y nos ponga en 
el camino de la renovación y el crecimiento. Confiemos en 
que el Espíritu Santo nos está guiando como Iglesia para ir a 
donde necesitamos ir. Cualquiera que sea el resultado,                   
redoblemos nuestros esfuerzos para ayudar a renovar la                                  
Iglesia Católica en Chicago. Que Dios esté con nosotros.
